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SLOVENSKA POSTA, S. P, (DALEJ SP) VZNIKLA
1. JANUARA 1993. OD 1. JANUARA 2002 VSTUPIL
DO PLATNOSTI NOVY ZAKON C. 507/2001 Z.Z,
0O POSTOVYCH SLUZBACH, KTORY UPRAVUJE POD-
MIENKY POSKYTOVANIA POSTOVYCH SLUZIEB
NA TRHU POSTOVYCH SLUZIEB A ICH STATNU
REGULACIU, AKO AJ ROZSAH A PODMIENKY POSKY-
TOVANIA UNIVERZALNEJ SLUZBY.
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Zakon stcasne zriadil Postovy trad so sidlom v Ziline ako tatnu
regulacnu autoritu, ktord poveril reguldciou trhu postovych sluzieb
a dohladom nad tymto trhom. Podla zakona o postovych sluzbach
s organmi Statnej spravy o postovych sluzbach Ministerstvo
dopravy, p6st a telekomunikacii Slovenskej republiky a PoStovy
drad.

Postovy Urad vydal dia 27. 12. 2002 postovd licenciu pre SP,
ktoré nadobudla platnost dfiom 1. januara 2003 a bola udelena
na 10 rokov. Postové licencia je rozhodnutie, ktoré sa vydava pos-
tovému podniku na poskytovanie univerzalnej sluzby. Univerzélna
sluzba je definovana v Zakone ¢. 607/2001 Z.z., o poStovych
sluzbéach ako subor trvalo poskytovanych postovych sluzieb za pri-
jatelné ceny, za rovnakych podmienok a v uréenej kvalite dostup-
nej vetkym uzivatelom na celom Uzemi SR. V ramci nej sa k pos-
tovej zéasielke poskytuje postova sluzba doporucene a poistenie.
Univerzélna sluzba sa vztahuje aj na medzinarodny postovy styk,
ak medzinarodna zmluva, ktorej je SR viazan4, neustanovuje inak.
SP ako statny podnik hospodari samostatne, tzn. nedostéava doté-
cie zo Statneho rozpoctu na svoju ¢innost alebo na svoj rozvoj.
SP sa prispdsobuje potrebam zakaznikov a flexibilne reaguje
na zmeny poziadaviek na konkurenénom trhu. V blizkej buduc-
nosti ¢aka SP transformécia podniku zo Statneho podniku
na akciovu spolo¢nost. Transforméacia postového podniku na spo-
lo€nost obchodného typu riesi postavenie dominantného posky-
tovatela postovych sluzieb a jeho pretvorenie na ekonomicky
samostatny a konkurencieschopny hospodarsky subjekt.
Hlavnym poslanim SP je nadalej byt obchodnou spolo¢nostou,
poskytujucou postové sluzby Sirokej verejnosti a orientovanou
na uspokojovanie potrieb zakaznikov. Hlavnou ¢innostou je posto-
va prevadzka (premiestiovacia sluzba), ktora zahfha podanie,
prepravu a dodanie listovych, balikovych a pefaznych zasielok
v celoslovenskej sieti. Okrem tejto Cinnosti SP poskytuje
mnozstvo dalsich produktov a sluZieb, ktoré prispdsobuje aktual-
nym poziadavkam trhu.

The Act, at the same time, established the Post Office with its
seat in Zilina, as the state regulation authority entrusted with
regulation of the postal services market, and supervision over this
market. According to Act on postal services, the Ministry of
Transport, Posts and Telecommunications of the Slovak Republic
and Postal Regulatory are the bodies of the state administration
over the postal services.

In 2003, the Postal License was granted to the Slovak Post for
ten years. The Postal License is a decision which is issued to the
postal enterprise for providing of universal services. Universal
Service is defined in the Act no. 507/2001 Coll. on Postal
Services as a set of permanently provided postal services for
affordable prices, under the same conditions, and in the
determined quality available to all users on the Slovak Republic
territory. This service is completed of registered mail services and
insurance. Universal service covers also the international mail
service if not otherwise stipulated in the international agreement
binding on SR.

SP as the state-owned enterprise has independent management,
i.e. it does not receive any subsidies from the state budget for its
activity or development. SP adapts itself to needs of customers
and it flexibly reacts to changes upon requirements of the
competitive market. In the near future, there will be a
transformation from the state-owned enterprise to joint-stock
company. Transformation of the postal enterprise to a business
type company solves the position of the dominant provider of
postal services, and its transformation to economically self-
standing and competitive economic entity.

Main mission of SPP is to be further the business company
providing postal services to wider public, oriented to
accommodation of needs of customers. Its main activity are the
postal operations (distribution service) which includes
acceptance, transportation and delivery of letters, parcels and
money items within the Slovakia network. In addition to this
service, SPP provides a lot of other products and services
adapted to topical requirements of the market.
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
